     4.  explain the similarities and differences between combat related PTSD and non-combat related PTSD in specific populations i.e., women veterans.

     5.  develop professional contacts for information/consultation regarding clinical issues related to PTSD treatment;

     6.  describe evidenced-based treatments for PTSD; and

     7.  develop plans for implementation of VA and DoD Clinical Practice Guidelines for Management of Traumatic Stress.
